Wet & Dry………. Ephemeral Wetlands

Sculptor Paul E Mason is one of two feature artists at this year’s Eel Festival. While the festival exhibition is environmentally based, this year’s specific festival theme is Wetlands and Brolga Habitat.

For the Eel Festival, Mason has selected a beautifully sculpted Shield Shrimp, a creature which has lived on earth for millions of years, has a four week life cycle, lies dormant for 15 or 20 years, and only inhabits places which are not permanently wet. This work, Triops, forms part of a travelling exhibition Critical Vehicles which has been to Horsham, Warrnambool and Wangaratta, and will be shown in Hamilton in May, and Counihan Gallery, Melbourne, in August.
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Another of Mason’s works for the Eel Festival, Suction, was incorporated into Wet and Dry – six artists response to the Murray Darling. 

Mason says he “loves playing with size, making things look foreboding”. His work is enigmatic and challenging, finely crafted, deceptively simple and packed with embodied meaning. He does not like “artspeak: that’s why I make stuff and don’t write about it”. His mixed media sculptures are exquisitely assembled from a variety of materials including stainless steel, plastic, MDF, aluminium, graphite and even peanuts. 

Mason works from his studio on a farm near Chatsworth south of Lake Bolac and has exhibited widely throughout Victoria. 
The Art Exhibition will be held in the Old Blacksmith’s Shop with feature artists Paul E Mason and Trefor Prest. Opening on Friday 26th March with a preview evening from 6:00pm, local wine and refreshments will be served. Afterwards you can enjoy a meal and listen to a live band at Lake Bolac Hotel.
